Application Requirements:

To Apply to the Nursing Program and Be Placed on the Waiting List the following is required:

1. ADN Application 

2. Overall College GPA 2.0 

3. Proof of high school graduation or equivalency. "Official" high school transcripts (in a sealed envelope directly from the high school) are required. 

4. Completion of English 110: Composition & Reading 

5. Completion of Math 107: Intermediate Algebra 

6. One semester of college chemistry with a "C" or better. (101 or 104 are required for BIo Med 127, Microbiology) 

7. Bio Med 107 (Anatomy) with required lab 

8. Bio Med 108 (Physiology) with required lab 

9. Bio Med 127 (Microbiology) with required lab 

10. Valid Social Security Number required to obtain Registered Nursing License 

 

Application Procedure

Obtain application from the SBCC School of Nursing web site or Health Technologies Office (A 218) complete and submit to Health Technologies. You do not have to submit all application requirements with application; we will keep a file for you. You will be placed on the Waiting List when we receive your application. You will receive an Entrance Date when the Health Technologies office has proof of meeting all program requirements. 

To receive an Entrance Date, the Health Technologies office must receive transcripts to verify high school graduation (or equivalency); completion of English and math, completion of chemistry with a lab, completion of BioMed 107, 108 and 127 and the office must see your social security card before you enter. (Copies and laminated social security cards are not acceptable)

1. Official transcripts from high school and college(s) must be received in the Health Technology Office in a sealed envelope and mailed directly from the originating school. Have transcripts addressed to:

SBCC transcripts must be requested from the college Admissions Office and must be sent to the Health Technologies Office. 

2. A copy of the Results Letter from the SBCC Assessment Test Office. (if needed)
The Assessment office is located in Student Services in SS251. There are two options for testing, computerized testing in drop-in lab and paper and pencil testing on specific days and times. Dates and Times for testing are available online at www.sbcc.edu/home/pros/assess or by calling the office at 805-965-0581, ext. 2349. To prove eligibility for either math or English by assessment a copy of the Results Letter must be submitted to the Health Technologies Office. Math and English assessments must be higher than English 110 or Math 107. 

3. ALL QUALIFIED APPLICANTS who meet All Program Requirements and have submitted them to the Health Technologies office will be given an Entry Date . Entry dates for accepted students are determined based on date of meeting the last program requirement. 

4. Students who have completed the San Marcos Health Academy and their pre-requisites will be given advanced placement on the waiting list. 

5. See Entrance Requirements for a list of courses that can be taken while on the waiting list. 

	It is the responsibility of the applicant to verify that the Health Technologies Office has received transcripts. It is recommended that you request two copies of each transcript requested-one sent to you and one sent to the Health Technologies Secretary. DO NOT OPEN, but keep in case you need another.
