Admission Requirements: 

To be eligible to receive an Entrance Date and enter the nursing program, the applicant will be required to complete all of the program requirements:

1. ADN Application 

2. Overall College GPA 2.0 or higher 

3. High School graduation or equivalent 

4. Completion of English 110 

5. Completion of Math 107 

6. Completion of college chemistry (101 or 104) 

7. Complete and submit official transcripts for Anatomy (BioMed 107), Physiology (BioMed 108) and Microbiology (BioMed 127) with required labs. 

8. Valid Social Security Number required to obtain Registered Nursing License 

Prior to entering entering students will be required to:

1. Attend a Mandatory Group Orientation Meeting. Accepted students will be notified of the date and time of the session. If a student does not attend this Mandatory Group Orientation, they will be removed from the waiting list and another student will be called to enter in their place. 

2. Submit a completed physical examination on the form provided by the Health Technology Office before starting in the program. 

3. Obtain a CPR card– For 1- and 2-person; adult, child and infant. CPR certification must be kept current throughout the program. Contact the American Heart Association, Red Cross, or a local fire station before starting in the program. 

         4. There are some materials fees that will be paid at time of registration for applicable  

              courses.

Courses that can be taken while you are on the Waiting List:

1. General Education Requirements-see a Health Technologies Cluster Counselor if you are not sure what you need to take.

2. Transfer Requirements for BSN-statistics, critical thinking are often required, It is a good idea to talk to a Health Technologies Cluster Counselor to see what is required for the school you may want to transfer to. 

3. SBCC Certified Nursing Assistant Program (CNA), 965-0581, ext. 2366.

4. SBCC HT 120–Medical Terminology course.

5. For High School Students: Enrollment in and completion of San Marcos Health Academy. This is required for advanced placement. 

The Health Technologies Cluster Academic Counselors in Student Services can advise you on courses that will help you transfer to a four-year institution to pursue your advanced degree upon completion of the ADN.
